Today, there is another op-
tion: online digital photo processing that can turn your photos into
works of artistic merit.

When choosing an online photo service, look for print choic-
es in popular photo sizes like 4 X 6 to 11 X 14. Check for options like
glossy or matte finishes. Do they use high resolution downloads? Do
they have unlimited online storage? Can you edit photos to improve
the look? Do they have a photo library for friends to view your pho-
tos or allow you to post photos to social websites like Facebook? Are
you able to create a photo slideshow? In case of problems, is there is
phone number or email to talk to a rep for assistance? Does the ser-
vice offer creative gift choices such as greeting cards, calendars, pho-
to books or albums? Can you pick up your photos locally?

The process of uploading, editing and ordering prints or
posting photos should be easy and quick. Topten reviews rated the
services of snapfish (snapfish.com), Shutterfly (shutterfly.com) and
SmugMug (smugmug.com) as the top three digital photo printing
services. For lowest cost plus site features, Snap fish was the overall
winner.

They say that one picture is worth a thousand words. So
next time you have a Kodak moment that you want to share with
friends and family, jump online, order your prints, and let your pic-
tures speak for themselves.
